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Morningside football is on a hot 
streak. After losing the previous 
two trips to Orange City, the 

Mustangs rode into town ready for victory. 
They were triumphant with a 26–21 win 
over the Red Raiders.
	 Not only was Ian Gilworth ready to 
put up big passing yards, he also knew how 
to get the ball to Jake Peterson. Peterson 
had 21 carries, rushing for 109 yards, in-
cluding two touchdown runs. Gilworth 
threw for 251 yards and 98 of those yards 
fell into the hands of Antuan Bloom.
	 All the points collected by the Mus-
tangs in the first half of this game, came off 
the toe of C.J. Gradoville. He kicked three 
field goals in the second quarter, for 38, 
27, and 24 yards respectively. Gradoville 
chipped in one more in the third quarter 
for 25 yards. His point total for the day, 
including PAT’s, accounted for over half 
of the Mustang’s points.
	 Gradoville was also recognized as the 
NAIA National Special Teams player of 
the week. He finished the game versus 
Northwestern, just one field goal shy of 
the single–game field goal scoring record. 
C.J. also extended his perfect streak of 61 
PAT’s in 61 attempts, including two in 
Saturday’s contest. Gradoville, is a senior 
from Council Bluffs, IA.
	 After “Raid”–ing Northwestern, the 
Mustangs are ready to quash the rookie 
Dordt squad in Saturday’s contest at Olsen 
Stadium.
	 Morningside is now 2–0 and faces 
Dordt who is 0–2, in their first season with 
a varsity football program. In the newly 

released NAIA ranking, Morningside has 
moved up to number six in the nation. This 
will be an immense challenge for Dordt’s 
young Defenders, looking to avoid a blow-
out game against a GPAC opponent.
	 This game against Dordt will be a test 
for Morningside’s continuity and depth. 
In a game that Morningside is expected to 
score a large number on offense, this may 
be a time to see what Morningside’s bench 
players are capable of doing. The depth of 
the bench and the ability for the second and 
third string players to show their strengths 
early in the season provides confidence for 
the fans and coaching staff that when the 
postseason rolls around, the team will be 
full, strong, and ready for anything.
	 The other challenge for Morningside 
will be for the team to stay grounded and 
not underestimate the Dordt Defenders. 
With a new team, it’s hard to know what 
to expect and the players must keep their 
heads in the game and constantly be read-
ing the Dordt offense and defense.
	 The Dordt football program originat-
ed in 2006 and played JV scrimmage–style 
games against Morningside, Northwestern, 
Briar Cliff, Buena Vista, and Iowa Cen-
tral, last season. The program is becom-
ing more well–seasoned and came close to 
pulling off a win against Waldorf College, 
but took the loss 13–17. Dordt led Wal-
dorf 5–3 heading into the fourth quarter, 
and both teams struggled with defense. 
Waldorf outscored Dordt 14–8 to close 
out the game, but the Defenders made a 
strong offensive effort, which shows that 
they have the drive to go after a win.
	 The Mustangs look to become 3–0 in 
the GPAC and improve their position in 
the national rankings.

The Morningside Women’s soccer 
team added a pair of wins to their 
record this past week as they de-

feated William Penn and Jamestown. After 
their less than desirable start to the season, 
the Mustangs seem to be turning things 
around.
	 “In our last two games, we played 
well and really started putting everything 
together and played as a team,” said soph-
omore forward Abby Bull. It was nice to 
win a few before going into our conference 
games to get the team morale going.”
	 The Mustangs defeated William Penn 
4–1, breaking into the victory column. 
The two teams held each other 0–0 un-
til intermission, but in the second half the 
Mustangs stole the show.
	 Emily Petermann scored the first goal 
of her Morningside career at the 61–min-
ute mark to spark the Mustangs offensive 
attack. Bull scored next off an assist from 
Kate Goss less than two minutes later. The 
final two goals were scored by Maggie Ku-
kuk, one of which was assisted by Goss. 
This was Kukuk’s first multiple goal per-
formance of her career. She also currently 
holds the school record in assists with 34 
and is ranked fourth in Morningside his-
tory with 33 career goals and 100 career 
points.
	 Goalkeeper Adriane Dougherty had 
five saves and shut out William Penn for 
the first 89 minutes before a penalty kick 

was converted for William Penn’s sole 
point. The Mustangs out shot their oppo-
nent 18–12.
	 In their game against Jamestown, it 
appeared that Morningside was going to 
go into overtime until, with 25 seconds 
left, Karlee Hauptman scored the winning 
point and the sole goal of the match, de-
feating Jamestown 1–0.
	 Morningside out shot Jamestown by a 
margin of 16–0 and tied a school record by 
holding its opponents to no shots.
	 “We are really starting to transfer what 
we practice into our games. We’ve been re-
ally encouraging on the field during games 
and have clicked as a team” said Bull.
	 Late Wednesday night, the Lady Mus-
tangs opened up the conference with a 
game against Northwestern. Kat Sorenson 
scored the first goal of her college career 
25 minutes into the first half of the game 
when she challenged the Red Raider’s 
goalkeeper. Northwestern answered back 
10 minutes later to tie the game at 1–1. 
The Mustangs had numerous opportuni-
ties on goal in the second half but could 
not convert on any of them. Northwestern 
found the back of the net with just two 
minutes left in play to earn the win against 
the Mustangs. Dougherty had two saves 
for Morningside.

The men surrendered a 3–2 loss in double over–time when Northwestern scored with 
just two minutes left in the second over–time last night at Olsen Stadium.

It was Northwestern who struck first 
and last in the Mustangs most recent 
loss this season. 

	 Mike Cookson opened the scoring 
mark when he nailed a shot past Mustang 
goalkeeper Matt Mayfield 22 minutes into 
the game. Hogan Cemper answered back 
with one minute left in the first half to tie 
the game going into half–time. Chase Mai-
er was credited with the assist. 
	 The Raiders took the lead early into 
the second half when Aaron O’Brien 
converted a shot past goalkeeper Daniel 
Whithorn, who relieved Mayfield in the 
second half of play. 
	 Quin Kilgore made things interesting 
when he finished a penalty kick with just 
15 minutes left in regulation time. At the 
end of 90 minutes, the game was tied at 
2–2, which sent the game into over–time, 
a feeling all too familiar to the Mustangs. 
	 In the Mustangs 2007 campaign, 
seven out of twenty games were sent into 
over–time. Out of the five games played 
so far this season, two have gone to over–
time. 
	 Mayfield returned to the game for 
the over–time periods. It seemed as if the 
game would end in a tie after two ten min-
ute golden goal halves, but Northwestern 
wasn’t going to have that. 
	 O’Brien again, found the back of the 
net with just two minutes left in the sec-
ond over–time, giving the Red Raiders the 

win. Mayfield and Whithorn finished with 
four and two saves, respectively. Morning-
side was outshot by an 18–10 margin. 
	 Last Sunday, the Mustangs broke into 
victory mode when they pounded visiting 
opponents Jamestown College, 5–2. Ty 
Thackston opened the scoring bracket 14 
minutes into the game on a Maier assist. 
	 Jamestown answered back quickly 
with a goal of their own by Bradley Wol-
bert. Hogan Cemper added a goal of his 
own just two minutes later when he beat 
the Jamestown goalkeeper. The Jimmies 
converted the first goal of the second half 
just four minutes in by, again, Wolbert. 
Both goals were unnassisted. 
	 It was all Morningside after that as 
Maier found the back of the net twice, 
and senior Jud Connor added an insurance 
goal with two minutes left in regulation. 
That goal marked Connor’s first collegiate 
goal.
	 Morningside has their hopes set on 
this Saturday’s match–up against Concor-
dia University. The Mustangs need a vic-
tory in the GPAC to get things going. 
	 In 2007, the Mustangs earned the win 
against the Bulldogs in Seward, Nebraska 
with a 1–0 victory. In 2006, Morningside 
again smoked Concordia with an 8–1 vic-
tory at Olsen Stadium. Since the 2003 
season, Morningside has scored 25 goals 
against Concordia and has never surren-
dered a loss to them. The Bulldogs are 
also currently 1–4 on the season, losing 
their last three games. Game time is set for 
7:30PM at Olsen Stadium.
