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Beautiful, soft, and dreamy. 
This is what I see this 
album as now. Which is a 

huge change considering I went 
into listening to it expecting the 
band 
	 Thrice to make an album 
about being emo and crying 
over spilled milk. “The Alchemy 
Index Vol. 3 & 4” was released 
just this week through Vagrant 
Records. 
	 This is the newest full 
length album from Thrice since 
2007 when they released “The 
Alchemy Index 1 & 2”. Thrice 
first started receiving major 
notoriety in 2003 with their 
release of the album, “Artist in 
the Ambulance.”
	 I’ll be the first to admit that 
I have never been a big fan of 
Thrice in the past. 
	 Upon starting the opening 
track, “Broken Lungs,” I expect-
ed to hear more of the post 
hardcore/screamo/emo music 
that has became more of a life-
style of clichés than a musical 
genre. 
	 But to my delight, the track 
made me say out loud, “Wait…
this is Thrice?” The track is abso-
lutely beautiful and stunning 

in its simplicity but contains so 
many gorgeous qualities. 
	 When l istening to this 
track it contained many of the 
atmospheric qualities like that 
of Angels & Airwaves, and 30 
Seconds to Mars. The track defi-
nitely made me want to keep lis-
tening to the rest of the album. 
	 The third track of the album 
is truly a gem. “A Song For 
Milly Michaelson,” contains a 
type of dark underlying quality 
blended with the lyrical content 
which says that the speaker will 
never let down the person he is 
speaking to. 
	 This track employs a heart-
beat pace that gives a very good 
dramatic effect to the song. 
	 This particular verse of lyrics 
in particular made me sit up and 
take notice: “And there’s some-
thing you should know. Girl you 
should have died that day. And 
you fell reaching for the rose. 
	 But baby I was there to save 
you.” This further reinforces the 
dark qualities of the song but 
with that being said the song is 
still very full and airy. 
	 I was honestly surprised 
at the qualities of this album. 
While this is the wrong album 
for someone looking for techni-
cal and detailed musicianship it is 
certainly an album that obviously 

had a lot of thought put into 
it lyrically and musically. The 
whole thing is very dreamy and 
picturesque. Songs like, “As The 

Crow Flies,” are reminiscent of a 
lullaby one would sing to a baby. 
	 The song, “Silver Wings,” 
intrigued me. I’m not sure what 
it is but the song has a very spa-
cious and beautiful feel to it. 
	 I was especially taken in by 
the sound of vocalist Dustin 
Kensrue’s voice on this one. The 

accompanying music does noth-
ing to hinder what he does with 
his voice but instead reinforces 
the quality of the track. 

	 I  t hough t  the  t r a ck , 
“Moving Mountains,” was a 
very cool song. It is a change 
from the regular trend of the 
album. This track is in a much 
more soulful and blues-y vain 
rather than the Progressive/
Experimental feel of the album 
thus far. 

	 This feel continues into the 
track, “Digging My Own Grave,” 
but it is driven by a piano instead 
of guitar like that of, “Moving 

Mountains.” 
	 I  w a s  v e r y 
impr e s s ed  by  the 
musical quality of this 
album. While it isn’t 
something someone 
would put on to “rock 
out” to it is very good. 
	 The album as 
a whole is spacious 
and dreamy. I think 
that Thrice did a very 
excellent job on “The 
Alchemy Index Vol. 3 
& 4.” I figured I would 
need a very open mind 
to f ind something 
attractive about this 
album but in reality it 
was not hard at all. 
	 I have no com-
plaints about what 
Thrice did on this 
r e lease .  I  encour-

age anyone who is a fan of 30 
Seconds To Mars, The Mars 
Volta, Angels & Airwaves, or 
even someone who enjoys laid 
back bluesy music to give this 
album a listen I’m glad I did.

	 Jay Mohr (Jerry Maguire) 
and Chris Evans (Fantastic 
Four) are two other policemen 
thrown into the mix.  Add in 
R&B artists the Game and 
Common along with comedi-

an Cedric the Entertainer to 
create a variety of stars and 
talent.  			     
	 This movie was enjoyable 
because of the character build 
up of Detective Ludlow, and 
the suspense that was created 
by his actions.  Still, the plot 
was lacking.  
	 If you’ve ever watched a 
police drama or crime thriller, 

you’ve seen the plot of this 
movie. That being said, I am 
still recommending watching 
this one.  
	 The violent action and 
multiple twists make the movie 
worthwhile and gratifying.
