The men have not surren-
dered a loss since the 1-0 heartbreak loss
against Briar Clift on October 1.

Three days after the loss, the men had
their hearts set on knocking off the then—
number one seed in the GPAC, Doane
College. And they did it. Jud Conner came
off the bench to score both of the Mus-
tang’s goals in the first half of play. Con-
ner’s goals came in the 32—-minute, and the
36—minute of the game, the first goal as-
sisted by Jeremy Lenz.

The Tigers got on the board at the
68—minute on Kyle Smith goal, but could
not add to the lone figure after that. This
2-1 triumph easily marks the biggest win
of the season for the Mustangs.

Next up for the ‘Stangs came the Lanc-
ers of Mount Marty, who bowed down in
a 3-1 loss to the Mustangs. Morningside
led 1-0 at intermission on Quin Kilgore
penalty kick in the 34-minute. Matt Witt
snuck up from the back-line to earn his
second goal of the season at the 53-min-
ute mark. Barely five minutes later Hogan
Cemper added to the scoring when he
converted a shot past the Lancers goal-
keeper to make it 3-0 before Angel DeLau
finished Mount Marty’s only goal of the
game at the 62—minute mark.

On Homecoming day, the men head-
ed to Fremont, Nebraska to take on Mid-
land Lutheran College for a4 p.m. contest.
Conner came oft of the bench to again,
find the back of the net in the 39-minute.
His goal was assisted by freshman Mitchell

Parkhill, and Kilgore.

Morningside headed into halftime
with a 1-0 advantage, but decided to add
to that when Josh Johnson finished a goal
of his own at the 55-minute. Kilgore is
also credited with the assist. The Warriors
only solid chance on goal was golden when
Reifer Johnson drilled a shot past second
half goalkeeper Daniel Withorn from just
outside the 18-yard box. Matt Mayfield,
and Withorn finished with three and five
saves, respectively.

In late Wednesday action, the men
kept the ball rolling when Ty Thackston
scored with under two minutes left in regu-
lation to give the men their fourth consec-
utive win with a 3-2 triumph over Dakota
Wesleyan. Cemper got things going early
when he buried the first goal of the game
at the 7-minute mark. Conner added to
the fire when he scored his fourth goal in
four games at the 31-minute mark. Both
goals were assisted by Tony Dang. The
Tigers made things interesting when they
put a goal of their own in only a minute
later to keep it close at 2—1 before heading
to halftime.

Lance Mohr came out swinging in the
second half, putting his second goal of the
game in at the 63-minute to even things
at 2-2. Thackston got the deed done with
1:22 left to play to seal the deal for the
Mustangs. The men out—shot the Tigers
17-11, with a 10—4 advantage on shots on
goal.

Morningside hit the .500 mark with
the win, going even at 4—4 in the GPAC,
and 5-8 overall. The men are idle until Sat-
urday when they take the road to Lincoln
for a GPAC showing against 8-5 Nebraska
Wesleyan. The Prairie Wolves are currently
fiftth in the conference, two spots higher
than the Mustangs.

This was Goss’ sixth goal this season,
which is a current team high, and is cur-
rently ranked fourth in Morningside his-
tory in goals scored.

Mustang goalkeeper Adriane Dough-
erty had five saves in the first half, and was
relieved by Emily Peterman who had three
saves in the second. Dougherty is currently
ranked second in Morningside history in
shut outs, and fifth in saves. Morningside

was out shot by a 10-8 margin by Midland
Lutheran.

In late action Wednesday night, Morn-
ingside got back on winning side when
they earned a 2-1 victory over Dakota
Wesleyan at Olsen Stadium. The Mustangs
struck twice in the first half on goals by
Hauptman, and Maggie Kukuk. Kukuk’s
goal was set—up by Goss.

The Mustangs kept the Tigers off the
score—board until a controversial penalty
kick was converted by Ellie Peterson in the
87-minute. Dougherty finished with five
saves.

The Mustangs moved up a mark in the
GPAC to fifth and have an over—all record
of 7-6 and a 5-3 record in the GPAC.

They will be backing action Saturday,
October 18 when they travel to Lincoln
to challenge Nebraska Wesleyan. NWU
is currently 3-9-2 over—all with a 2—4-2
mark in the GPAC. The Prairie Wolves are
coming off a recent loss to Doane College,
who beat NWU for the first time in wom-
en’s soccer history 4-2 Wednesday night.
