	 Rockestra is in its fourth sea-
son here in Sioux City and this 
year it found a new home in the 
famed Orpheum Theater. 	
	 On Saturday, Feb. 2, the 
Rockestra was “Back in Black” 
playing a concert featuring the 
“Colors of Rock”. This was a 
concert filled with songs that 
contain a color in the title or 
lyrics. There were also songs 
by artist’s whose name had 
a color in it. Rockestra rocked

She has played with Rockestra 
from the very start, four years 
ago, but she’s been playing the 
violin for 12 years. Her favorite 
song from the “Colors” concert 
was the “Black Medley”. She 
also performs with the Sioux 
City Symphony, but welcomes 
the chance to play with a com-
pletely different kind of group. 
	 Leinen says, “The relaxed 
atmosphere of Rockestra is so 
much fun and such a change of 
pace from my everyday play-
ing of the violin.” She has also 
enjoyed, “getting to know all 
the musicians in Rockestra. They 
are all so cool.” 
	 Catchpole is a mass commu-
nications major with a trumpet 
performance minor and that is 
what she plays with Rockestra. 
She has played trumpet for 13 
years and this is her first season 
with Rockestra. She also plays in 
the Siouxland All–America Band 
and the church worship band at 
Morningside Assembly of God.
	 One of her favorite songs of 
the night was “Higher Ground” 
by the Red Hot Chili Peppers, 
but she enjoyed getting the 
chance to be part of the group 
of vocalists that sang on Prince’s 
“Purple Rain”.

	 KMSC was formed in 1978, 
but has a rich history dating 
back to 1923 as KFMR. KMSC 
has always reflected an alterna-
tive style of broadcasting. In the 
1920’s, students were demand-
ing that all classroom lectures 
were broadcast over the airwaves 
so that students could “attend 
class” while staying in bed. Most 
students would love that option. 
Sorry folks, that’s not the change 
that is on the horizon. 
	 Recently, a Catholic radio 
station came on the air at the 
frequency 88.1, right next to 
KMSC at 88.3. This has caused 
some interference problems with 

KMSC’s signal. That problem is 
on its way to being remedied, as 
KMSC will be relocating to new 
frequency numbers.
	 The final days of KMSC 
88.3 are fast approaching. FCC 
regulations require KMSC to go 
off the air Saturday, February 9, 
at 7:00 p.m. KMSC will con-
tinue to webcast the normal 
station programming. Listeners 
can continue to tune in to live 
music shows and sportscasts, on 
the website webs.morningside.
edu/KMSC, until KMSC is fully 
approved by the FCC to make 
the move to 92.9 FM.
	 There have been some other 
exciting things going on for 
KMSC. On Martin Luther King 
Jr. Day, KMSC had a special day 
of broadcasting that featured 
music of the 1960’s. There were 
also interviews with faculty and 
community members who had 
great memories to share about 
MLK’s life and his work. 

	 Coming up in March, 
KMSC will have a 36–hour 
remote broadcast that will cre-
ate awareness among the stu-
dents and the community, about 
non–profit organizations in 
Siouxland. This broadcast will 
come live from Dimmitt Hall 
and there will be video game’s 
set–up for students to play, such 
as Guitar Hero, Halo, and also 
games for Wii. 
	 As always, there are ongoing 
sports webcasts on KMSC during 
men’s and women’s basketball 
games. Several student sports-
casters have had the opportu-
nity to broadcast these nationally 
ranked teams this year, provid-
ing great experiences outside of 
the classroom. That’s the goal 
of KMSC, to help students grow 
and educate themselves beyond 
the scope of the classroom and 
learn skills that can benefit them 
for the rest of their lives.

It is time again for another 
update of the happenings of 
Student Government. As the 

Treasurer of Student Government 
it seems fitting for me to report 
on the allocations that have taken 
place thus far. We started the year 
out with $25,500 to allocate to 
campus organizations, and with 
these funds we hoped to help 
organizations make a difference 
both on and off campus. 
	 I am happy to report our 
hopes have been realized. We 
have allocated money to eleven 
organizations on campus. We 

have been able to see the impact 
the funds have made through fol-
low up forms the groups are now 
asked to fill out following the 
completion of their trip or event. 
The feedback we have received 
shows our organizations are 
making a difference to both our 
Morningside community and the 
outside community. 
	 In the Campus Ministries’ 
follow–up Kathy Olson explained 
the groups’ off campus excursion. 
The group went on a mission 
trip to Beaumont, Texas, with 
the help of Student Government 
funding to help those affect-
ed by Hurricane Rita. Olson 
explained the impression the 

students made, “There is now 
in Beaumont, Texas, a group of 
people who will from now on 
speak very highly of our college 
as an institution and as a commu-
nity of caring folks”. 
	 Student Government also 
gave funding to E–Group early 
in the year so the organization 
could attend a conference in 
Chicago. Being at this confer-
ence helped the group bring back 
ideas to improve our campus, or 
as President Grant Leavitt put it, 
“The funding E–Group received 
from Student Government made 
it possible for us to attend this 
exciting entrepreneurial event 
and bring that enthusiasm back 

to our campus.” 
	 Of course these weren’t the 
only two groups that made a dif-
ference on and off campus by 
using Student Government fund-
ing. The list of organizations that 
have received funds from Student 
Government is as follows: Kappa 
Delta Pi, E–Group, Campus 
Ministries, Phi Eta Sigma, 
Morningside Student Nurses 
Association, Mock Trial, Beta 
Beta Beta, Greek Council, Sigma 
Tau Delta, and KMSC Fusion. 
	 If your organization would 
like to join the list of groups on 
campus that are making a differ-
ence, but need financial assistance 
to do so, please pick up an alloca-

tion request form from outside 
the Student Government office 
and turn it is as soon as possible. 
As always the money is given out 
on a first–come–first–serve basis, 
and after our meeting this past 
Tuesday we now have $6,550 left 
to allocate. 
	 Also be sure to pick up a 
petition to run for an executive 
position in Student Government, 
and make your voice heard on 
campus. The positions open 
are as follows: President, Vice–
President, Secretary, Student 
Advocate, and Treasurer. The 
petitions are due February 22, 
2008 by noon, with elections to 
be held on March 12, 2008.

The Lady Mustang’s continued on their hot 
streak, as they sizzled their way to 74–68 
victory in Seward, NE, over the Concordia 

University Bulldogs for the second time this sea-
son. They have now won 20 consecutive games 
on their way to a 23–2 record and are 13–0 in 
the GPAC, and remain tied with Northwestern 
College for the overall conference lead. When 
asked what has led to this team winning so many 
games in a row Leslie Foral said, “We have great 
leadership from our upperclassmen, and we do a 
good job of taking one game at a time.”
	 Morningside overcame a somewhat cold 
shooting day by getting to the line and hitting 
timely threes, making 19 of 26 free throws and 7 
of 18 from beyond the arc. For the Mustangs this 
was enough to overcome a nine point disadvantage 
in the paint.
 	  The Mustang bench spearheaded a balanced 
scoring attack led by Roni Miller who scored a 
career high 16 points. Alisha Willey and Laura 
Nelson also made major contributions after com-
ing off the bench with 11 points and five points 
respectively. 
	 When asked about the importance of their 
bench, Foral said, “It’s huge for us, when the 
starting five aren’t having our best game we know 
that we are still ok, because we have such strong 
players coming in after us.” The starters showed 

up to play ball to, especially J.J. Hall who scored 
15 points, and Dani Gass flirted with double digits 
scoring nine. Foral and Autumn Bartel each scored 
seven points.
	 Miller came close to a double–double pulling 
down eight rebounds to lead the team in the cat-
egory. Gass and Foral each grabbed six boards, but 
it wasn’t enough to keep the Mustangs from get-
ting out rebounded 48–36 by the Bulldogs. Gass 
led the team with five assists while Bartel was next 
with three.
	 Miller’s performance was good enough to 
earn Hauff Mid–American Sports GPAC Women’s 
Player of the Week honors for the first time this 
season. It is the second time the award has gone to 
a player from the Mustang’s stable of bench play-
ers.
	 The Mustangs went for win number 23 
Wednesday in Mitchell when they took on Dakota 
Wesleyan in the Corn Palace. The Mustangs took 
home 76–64 against the Tigers. 
	 Dani Gass led the team in scoring with 13 
points, while Kristi Tighe and Roni Miller came off 
the bench providing double–digits to the win. J.J. 
Hall earned herself a career–high seven rebounds 
to give her team a 37–30 advantage on the boards. 	
	 The team will be back in action on Saturday 
when they take on another set of Tigers at Doane. 
Doane is currently ranked twenty–fourth nation-
ally, and currently hold an 8–4 mark in the GOAC 
with an over–all record of 15–9. Tip–off is at 2PM 
in the RVSC.
