Rwanda – A Library Guide

To locate books, start with the subject term Rwanda.  One might also add to the search with the connector, ‘AND’ one or more of the following subject terms Genocide, Ethnic Relations, Civil War, 1994 or Atrocities.  These subject terms are valid at any library (including the Worldcat database) using the Library of Congress Subject Headings.

To search for articles, consider the following databases, links to which may be found at the library Web Page: http://library.morningside.edu/index.htm
Ebsco Academic Search Premier “Provides full text for more than 3,800 scholarly publications covering all academic areas of study including history and the humanities.”   Subject terms from the library catalog are also recognized as such by the Academic Search Premier database.

Worldcat by FirstSearch is an online catalog of books and other resources available in libraries worldwide.  Items here may often be obtained through a process called interlibrary loan.   
JSTOR is a collection of digitized back issues (in full text) of significant scholarly publications searchable by keyword.

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Narrow Results by Subject 1. Meet the Relatives. By: Langreth, Robert. Forbes, 1/7/2008, Vol. 181 lssue 1, p114-115, 2p; Abstract: The author of the article reports on a new

type of tourism, ecotourism, in which travelers can visit gorillas in their natural Rwanda habitats. Rwandan mountain gorillas would have been
wiped out in the 1994 genocide if park rangers hadn't protected them. In 2006, thousands of tourists paid $500 for one-hour guided tours to see
the gorillas, and the author describes a trip to see the primates. (AN 28030828 )
