To search for books in other libraries, consider WorldCat by FirstSearch. It is the combined catalogs of libraries belonging to the Online Computer Library Center (OCLC).  This database includes more than 75 million records.

You might also try Google Books for books that are fully or partially digitized.  Use the advanced search interface and be sure to select the “full view” or “limited preview” options.

PsycINFO, indexed in Ebsco, is a non-full text database of more than 9,000 sources covering psychology and related fields such as education.  

Lexis-Nexis is a news, business, health, legal and reference database.  

Ebsco A-Z is a listing of periodicals available either in print in the Morningside Library or through the databases to which Morningside College is subscriber.
